Ice Surfaces 

Review ice pad performance in five 
years (2019) to determine next steps. 
 

Add two new pads to Alder and keep 
the existing four pads operating until 
use at TR can be relocated and 
redistributed to the Alder Street pads 

Determine if Tony Rose ‘B’ Rink 
should be retained or removed from 
the arena supply. 

Remove ‘B’ Rink at Tony Rose 
Memorial Sports Centre. 

After the five-year arena monitoring 
exercise has been completed (2019), 
undertake a comprehensive 
engineering review of the Tony Rose 
Rink ‘B’ to determine the feasibility 
and cost lifecycle investments 
required to either retain the ice pad 
for arena use or repurpose Rink B to 
a warm-use facility. 

Assess feasibility of repurposing A 
Rink to indoor fieldhouse/gym. Upon 
completion transfer of use and full 
operation of Alder Street, redevelop 
the Tony Rose Centre. This will 
include removing the pool and B 
Rink, and the possible addition of 
arts programming space.

Remove the 6-lane pool from the 
Tony Rose Sports Complex.
